Thank you for considering volunteering with District 279 Foundation. Serving Osseo Area Schools for over 25 years, District 279 Foundation is a nonprofit 501(c)3 organization that is committed to supporting and enhancing the district's dedication to all students. As a volunteer driven organization, we believe that there is a moral, social and economic imperative to support student success and equitable student achievement.
Event Planning Committees - District 279 Foundation hosts several events over the course of a year. We invite you to consider joining a planning committee to help ensure the success of these events.

· A Night Out Planning Committee – This event takes place in February and is the Foundation’s largest fundraising event. The evening typically includes a silent auction, social hour, dinner and program. The planning committee coordinates logistics, auction items, sponsorships, games, entertainment, the program and marketing for the event. This committee typically meets late afternoon/early evening once a month August through March with a time commitment of 3-5 hours/month during the planning timeframe.

· An Investment in Youth Planning Committee - Held in May, this celebration recognizes the many achievements and success stories of the students, volunteers, and staff of Osseo Area Schools. This event has taken place for more than 20 years and typically includes a dinner for the award recipients and a program. The planning committee coordinates award nominations, logistics, sponsorships, entertainment and program for the event. This committee typically meets four times between November and May with a time commitment of 3-5 hours/month during the planning timeframe.

· Reading is Fun 5K Run/Walk – Held in early August, District 279 Foundation partners with Kidstop (ISD 279 school-aged care program) to coordinate this healthy and social opportunity to advocate that reading is fun! Funds raised from this family friendly event are allocated to media centers in Osseo Area Schools to purchase learning resources. The planning committee coordinates logistics, registration, sponsorships and marketing. This committee typically meets 4 times during the work day between March and August with a time commitment of 1-3 hours/month during the planning timeframe.

Day of Event Volunteer Opportunities – Each of the events listed above have volunteer opportunities on the day of the event to help with set up, checking in guests and other activities. Depending on the event, time commitment can range from 2 – 5 hours the day of the event. 

Development Committee – This committee works with the Foundation staff to build a culture of enthusiasm for fundraising. The committee provides input into development of the annual campaign, including direct mail, personal solicitation, and events fundraising. Members engage in the execution of all aspects of annual fundraising, including marketing efforts and solicitation of sponsors and donors. Time Requirement: This committee typically meets 6 times over the course of the year and with a time commitment of 3-5 hours a month.
Additional Volunteer Opportunities:

· Communications and Marketing – Provide assistance with design, messaging, proofing and other tasks for newsletters, social media outreach, invitations and other publications. Time Requirement: 3-5 hours a month. 
· Office Support – Provide assistance with typical office duties such as assembling packets and envelope stuffing etc. Time Requirement: varies based on need. 

· Foundation Liaison – Typically selected by the site leader/principal, the Foundation Liaison communicates and coordinates Foundation initiatives at their site. Time Requirement: 10-15 hours over the course of the school year. 
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
