Visitors: Turn in the SIGNED permission slip, the SIGNED West Point campground waiver (both
attached) AND a check made payable to “Willistown Troop 78” for $40 (whether youth or adult),
to the Scoutmaster’s office by the Friday, November 4, 2022 Troop meeting. After bus drivers
and uniformed leaders, visitors will be placed on a waiting list on a FIRST COME, FIRST SERVED so
the earlier you get the form in, the better. ONLY PAPER FORMS WILL BE ACCEPTED. NO SCANS
OR EMAILED VERSIONS, PLEASE.

Adults: Turn in the SIGNED permission slip, the SIGNED West Point campground waiver (both
attached) AND a check made payable to “Willistown Troop 78” for $80, to the Scoutmaster’s
office by the Friday, November 4, 2022 Troop meeting. After bus drivers, uniformed leaders and
visitors, adults will be placed on a waiting list on a FIRST COME, FIRST SERVED so the earlier you
get the form in, the better. ONLY PAPER FORMS WILL BE ACCEPTED. NO SCANS OR EMAILED

Toothbrush and toothpaste
Small bottle hand sanitizer
Hiking boots (to be worn)
Camp shoes — sneakers recommended
Wool or synthetic socks — wear a pair, bring two spares
Change of clothes — synthetics rather than cotton
Brimmed hat
Small container of sunscreen*®; Chapstick
Rain gear
Long johns
Layers (sweatshirt or sweater)
Money for food at stadium; return trip home lunch

Dress in layers. The weather could turn quickly. Please Be Prepared for both cold and moderate
temperatures, and wet or dry weather.
