What is the ADS Hours to Drive Program? 

ADS members who enjoy recreational driving can earn recognition 

for time spent in its pursuit, with the ADS Hours to Drive Program. 

The program, which began in April 2008, operates on the honor 

system, designed to be a simplified version of the old ADS “miles 

program” for recreational drivers. Using a log provided by the ADS, 

drivers keep track of the number of days and hours spent on the box 

seat with their equine.  

Drivers can earn an award pin for 100 hours, 250 hours, 500 hours, 

750 hours, 1,000 hours, 1,500 hours, 2,000 hours, 2,500 hours, and 

5,000 hours of cumulative driving. Logs must be submitted before 

October 15 of each year, and a report on members who have reached 

a milestone is featured in the February Whip of the subsequent year.  

Youth can earn credit towards an end-of-year Youth Recreational 

Championship award.  

Regional Hours to Drive Challenge 
The ADS Hours To Drive Regional Challenge for ADS Regions across the US and Canada is awarded to the 

winning region with the most Hours to Drive hours logged by ADS members. The winner is announced at the 

ADS Annual Meeting. Our Pacific Region is the winner of the 2025 Hours to Drive Challenge!
