Work Areas - Understanding & Monthly Focus
Speakers Prayer Chapel

For many walks, the first area staffed by the lay director is not the conference room, but the
Speaker’s Prayer Chapel. Why this area? This is the power center for the walk; the Source of that
power is the Triune God. Here each speaker is “prayed up” before his or her talk and “prayed
down” after the talk. Before-talk prayers are usually prayers of praise or supplication for God to use
the speaker, to give calmness, confidence and peace of mind. After-talk prayers are usually of
praise and thanksgiving for having used the speaker to effectively and lovingly communicate and

witness to the pilgrims.

During each talk those in the Speakers Prayer Chapel join in prayer for the pilgrims, often praying for
each one by name and lifting up specific prayer requests, as well as prayer for the speaker, the
conference room team, the support team and various elements of the walk. Joining members of
the community in prayer in the intimate setting of the prayer chapel is an awesome experience

because God’s presence is so very real there.

The good news is that any member of the community may participate. All you need to do is show

up about 15 minutes before any one of the 15 talks which are scheduled as follows:

Day 1: 9:05 am, 11:15 am, 1:45 pm, 3:00 pm & 6:30 pm
Day 2: 8:20 am, 10:00 am, 2:45 pm, 4:15 pm & 6:45 pm
Day 3: 8:30am, 9:25 am, 10:25 am, 12:15 pm & 1:00 pm

The Speaker’s Prayer Chapel is located behind the large rainbow banner just to the left as you
approach the entrance to the conference room building. Please watch for pilgrims during break

times and do not enter the area until all of them have returned to the conference room.

You are invited to join in prayer with others in the Speaker’s Prayer Chapel as an act of agape. In
addition to those staffing the chapel, there are often family or reunion group members or friends
present to pray for a speaker. In order to ensure that the conference room stays on schedule, brief
prayers are lifted by assigned conference room team members and those closest to the speaker
before the talk. Others who wish to participate are encouraged to stay and pray during the talk.
While oral prayers are offered by many, some prefer to pray silently and this is perfectly okay. God

hears our prayers either way.

| hope you will come by the Speaker’s Prayer Chapel and join in praying for the speakers and
pilgrims. Prayer is the backbone of a walk and a beautiful expression of love. Come and experience

the joy and blessing of serving in this vital area of ministry.

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The verse Jeremiah 29:11 has been special to me for many years, but even more so since my walk over
four years ago. God has shown me so many times how much He loves me and wants only the best for
me. Then came June 13, 2007.

For six to eight months prior to that | had worked with several people, including Tom and Larissa Benz,
Donna and Jerry Goodwin and Sarah Mingledorff, to prepare for a mission trip to Ukraine. | was the
self-appointed craft lady. | thought | had done such a great and wonderful job to make sure everything
was just right and that God was going to be so pleased with my efforts. We were to leave on Saturday,
June 16™.

On Wednesday June 13t my husband, Art, was scheduled for a heart catherization because earlier
tests indicated there might be a problem. Before we could get to the hospital that morning for the
heart cath, we received a phone call telling us that one of Art’s sisters in Michigan had passed

away. We knew she was terminally ill, but had not expected her death so soon. Then the heart cath
revealed that Art needed quadruple bypass surgery. Now there were two reasons why | couldn’t go to
Ukraine.

This began several days of being angry and indignant with God. How could He let me work so hard and
be so excited about this mission trip, then allow the circumstances to prevent it? How could He do this
to me after all I'd done for Him? | cried when | had to turn over “my crafts” to Donna; | cried on
Saturday when | knew the group was flying out of Atlanta; and | pouted with God because He didn’t
change those circumstances so that | could go. How much more childish and immature could | have
been? Little did | know that God would show me the truths of Jeremiah 29:11 once again.

The doctors agreed to delay Art’s surgery for a few days so that we could go to Michigan, be with his
family and attend his sister’s funeral. During that trip, | was able to see how important it was to Art
that | was there to support him during this difficult time. Two days after our return home, Art
underwent the surgery, with not four but six bypasses. We both have adult children from prior
marriages and two of Art’s three daughters came to be with their dad for the surgery. Neither of them
attends church and don’t have the benefit of the support and prayers that come from a church

family. The love and support that was shown by our pastor and church family was such a blessing to us
and a very visual display of God’s love to Art’s daughters.

God brought Art through a difficult surgery and continues to strengthen and heal him every day. But
He’s done more than the physical healing of my husband. He brought about a spiritual healing in

me. He showed me that He does have plans for my life, plans to prosper me and not to harm me, plans
to give me a hope and a future. That doesn’t mean that | will always understand or agree with those
plans, but that doesn’t matter. | have learned yet again that | have to live by faith and trust that God
knows what is best for me and that | will give Him the glory in all things.
