I. Second Great Awakening
· religious movement in the U.S after 1790

II. Revivalism
· Revivals: religious gatherings took place all over the US

· Awaken religious faith 

· Promoted salvation to all people

III. Transcendentalism
· A philosophical and literary mov’t 

· emphasized living a simple life 
· Henry David Thoreau 
· Practiced civil disobedience
IV. Reforming Asylums and Prisons
· prisons were cruel and abusive
· Dorothea Dix pushed for reform
· She convinced states to set up hospitals for the mentally ill

· Emphasized rehabilitation for the sick or imprisoned person 

V. Improving Schools
· People wanted tax-supported public schools

· Horace Mann pushed for reform.
· Established teacher-raining programs 

· Instituted curriculum reforms

· Other states soon followed his example

VI. Women’s Rights Movement
· Suffrage refers to the right to vote

· Mid-1800s: Lucretia Mott, Elizabeth Cady Stanton, Lucy Stone and Susan B. Anthony were leaders of the cause
· 1848 Seneca Falls Convention in upstate New York

· Declaration of Rights and Sentiments 
· all men and women are created equal

· refuse to allow her to vote

· Nineteenth Amendment provided women with the right to vote

VII. The Temperance Movement
· effort to induce people to give up alcoholic beverages

· Woman's Christian Temperance Union demanded government control of liquor

· liquor laws and prohibition were passed

· those laws were eventually repealed
