2) Have rescue kit at tower base ready to deploy with trained tower rescue personnel on site.
3) Use  ½ kernmantle rope, with block or pulley. Belay the rope from either the ground level or near the rigged block and connect the rope to the injured person’s harness at the Forward, Dorsal Fin D Ring or  Harness seat. Lower the person slowly while controlling the belayed rope. Have rescue climber guide the victim down while ground rescue is belaying the rope and calling local EMS. Once on the ground keep victim’s upper torso vertical if applicable to help avoid after effects of possible Suspension Trama.
