In 2017, Pope Francis established that the

“God knows the sufferings of
his children because he is an attentive and
caring father,” said the Pope. “As a father,
he takes care of those who are most in
need: the poor, the marginalized, the
suffering and the forgotten. No one is
excluded from His heart, for in His eyes,
we are all poor and needy”.

Pope Francis challenges us to be authentic
witnesses of Christian hope and to accom-
pany the poor through a personal and
constant commitment over time by:
