Their
success is measured in the confident smiles and the pain free teeth of
their patients. During the past two years the annual average value of
the dental service provided by OHP has been approximately $6,000,000
measured by the cost of private dental care. We enjoyed an interesting
program about a very worthwhile area dental project.
