Stepping Out in Faith  
by Rev. Mark  

     Have you noticed how busy the church is these days? Our custodi-
ans tell me they are having an increasingly difficult time even finding 
opportunities to clean because there are ALWAYS folks in the build-
ing! That is a GREAT thing! And it’s great because we not simply busy 
for the sake of being busy. Instead, we are busy connecting people to 
Jesus Christ. It’s the yardstick by which we measure everything we do 
here. As the number of ministries grows, so does the need for funding. 
A church that averages 280 people each Sunday in worship and contin-
ues to add a great many new ministries has a higher budget than a 
church that doesn’t do those things.   

     The membership vows of the United Methodist Church challenge us 
to support the church through our prayers, our presence, our gifts, our 
service and our witness. And I would argue that those are ALL im-
portant...not just the “gifts” part. The church works at its best when we 
lift it up through our prayers, through our presence (literally being 
here), our gifts (both monetary and otherwise), our service (rolling up 
our sleeves and being about God’s business) and our witness (sharing 
with others the difference God has made in our lives).        

     In late December, you should have received a packet in the mail- a 
letter encouraging you to pray about your financial support of the 
church in 2019. I would encourage you to do just that- pray about it. 
Ask God how He is calling you to support your church this year. Then, 
on Sunday, January 13 at all 3 worship services, we will all be invited 
to come forward and offer our commitment to God. Great things are 
happening at AUMC- I’m excited to see where God takes us next! Will 
you join me?  

Call-Em-All Update 
     Call-Em-All now has a way for you to get those messages 
that only come through partially. It is called Message Replay. 
If you call the number 844-358-1565, they will play for you 
the last message sent to your phone number. Be sure to call 
from the phone that received the original message, and call 
soon, as you will get only the last message sent.  
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Connection Coins 
     The Connection Coins (or as Rev. Mark calls them, the “thinly-veiled Prin-
gles cans”!) are doing great things in the life of the Aledo UMC! On the 2nd 
Sunday of each month, during the Children’s Moment, the ushers pass around 
those cans. You are encouraged to drop your change in- although we WILL ac-
cept “folding money”!  And that change goes toward helping fund a ministry 
within the church.  
     This month (January 13th), the Connection Coin offering will go toward a 
new ministry– Bible Study books and supplies. Not everyone  always has the 
funds to purchase the materials needed for a Bible Study, and we do NOT want 
anyone to NOT be able to participate for that reason! We also sometimes need 
additional supplies, such as a DVD. These funds will make all this possible. 
100% of anything you put in those "thinly-veiled Pringles cans on January 13th 
will help fund this valuable ministry. What a GREAT way to help connect peo-
ple to Jesus Christ. So, bring your change on January 13th!

We use it 
to notify church members, both through auto-
mated phone calls and/or text messages, of a 
variety of things.

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I Have a Dream  
     On Monday, January 21st, we celebrate the anniversary of the birth of slain civil rights leader Rev. Dr. 
Martin Luther King Jr. For our kids, it's a day off from school. My experience is that for many of them, 
that's all it is. Why DO we celebrate this man's birthday?   

     Although he is often labeled as simply an advocate of African-American rights, Dr. King's message tru-
ly transcended any notion of merely being a spokesman for a particular group. His was NOT simply a mes-
sage of race and color; his was a message of hope- grounded in strong Biblical principles. When he deliv-
ered what was arguably his most famous speech, he said, "I have a dream." His dream was NOT that we 
would let ethnicity separate us. His dream was NOT that people of a particular skin color would strike out 
against those of another color. His dream was NOT that children would learn to hate others because of 
their physical appearance. His dream was that ALL people could live together in peace and harmony, re-
gardless of the color of their skin. When that glorious day happened, he said, we would be able to quote 
the old spiritual and exclaim, "Free at last. Free at last. Thank God Almighty, we are free at last!"  

     We are all unique and we are all different. That's NOT our weakness- it's our strength! Our diversity 
makes us strong. We are all children of God- made in His image. This month, take a moment and reflect 
on Dr. King. Tell your kids or grandkids about him. My prayer is his prayer- that one day we will live in a 
world where people aren't judged by the color of their skin, but the content of their heart.
