Aim: What were the effects of the Great Depression?
I. Cities

· People lost jobs and were evicted from homes
· Shantytowns: a neighborhood made out of makeshift shacks

· Soup kitchens: provided free or low cost food

· Bread lines: food provided by a charity or public agency to feed people 

· Bank, business and shops closed

II. Rural Areas

· Overproduction of goods dropped prices

· Loss of land to foreclosure

III. Dust Bowl
· Between 1930 & 1940, the southwestern Great Plains suffered a drought

· Dry land began to blow away across the plains

· Clouds of dust

· Families abandoned their homes and land

IV. Men, Women and Children
· Hoboes: thousands of men that would travel the country by train
· Women worked to help support the family

· Women’s pay was lower

· Children had poor diets caused health problems

· Schools closed

V. African and Latino Americans

· Faced discrimination and racial violence

· High unemployment and low pay

· African Americans were lynched 

· Mexicans were deported in the 1930’s

VI. Psychological Effects

· People lost the will to survive

· Suicide rate went up more than 30%
