Public Comment

Donna Thurston with Quality Health Cue located at 330 and 328 North State Street. Ms. Thurston spoke to the
board regarding the alleyway. The alleyway is in very bad shape and Ms. Thurston asked the City if they would
consider maintaining the alleyway since it has public access. Ms. Thurston stated they would sign an easement
just to let everyone use it. Ms. Thurston also stated that Bush Lane is also in very bad shape. Dan Bryan, City
Administrator stated that Dr. Lum as the property owner could consider surveying and plotting an easement for a
roadway that the city would take over. This would take additional feet from Dr. Lum's lot, as the minimum is
twenty foot for an alleyway. Mr. Bryan stated that Jason Harris, Public Works Director, had been looking at Bush
Lase and he understands that it needs addressed. Mn Bryan requested that Dr. Lum contact him to set up a

meeting regarding the next steps to resolve this issue.

Alan Gremnunger located at 400 Evergreen addressed the board regarding the sewer extension project. Mr.
Gremminger stated that Park Hills is doing a sewer extension project behind his house. All the homes on the
south side of Evergreen Street have the sewer coming out of the front of the house to the street and there is not
enough elevation, which has caused all the houses to have issues for years. The City of Desloge and the City Park
Hills entered into an agreement to proceed with this project by putting a new sewer line along the alleyway, this is
a great asset to all the homeowners but Mr. Gremminger stated his issue with this is that his house is at the very

end of this sewer line. The City of Park Hills told hum that the line running from the house to the main line in the
alleyway must come off the east side of the house, as it was the downhill side. The fust two sewer lines they put
in where on the west side of the houses because that is where the sewer lines came out of the house. Park Hills
was going to run Mr. Gremsunger line up to the southeast comer of his house but his sewer line comes out of
the west side of his house which is going to create an additional fifty eight feet that he will have to pay to run his
sewer line to. Since Park Hills has conveniently ran to the west side for the other homeowners Mr. Gremminger
feels that they should do the same for him. Mr. Gremminger feels he is being penalized for being the last house
on the sewer line. The City of Desloge is responsible for the cost of the pipe and the City of Park Hills is
responsible for the installation. Mr. Gremminger asked the board if they would consider paying the additional
amount for the pipe. Mr. Bryan stated the Evergreen sewer update is on the agenda for discussion and that we

have a representative from Park Hills with us tonight if he would be willing to speak. Mayor Pro Temp, Alvin
Sutton suggested we take that discussion item up at this time. Park Hills City Administrator, Mark McFarland
spoke to the board regarding this project, Mn McFarland stated that it is policy to bring the sewer line ten feet
inside the property line. For Park Hills to bring the sewer line to the west side of Mr. Gremmingers house, it
would take approximately another three weeks. This project has taken three months and has cost thirty three
thousand dollars. After further discussion, Mr. McFarland asked if Mr. Bryan would sit down and talk to him
regarding the additional feet of sewer lute for Mr. Grenurringer. Mr. McFarland stated that the City of Park Hills
does not want to do anything to harm the citizens of Desloge or do anything against the City of Desloge. Park
Hills is just trying to be a good neighbor and evidently, he has some Park Hills Workers telling Desloge citizen' s
wrong information and he would like to go back to Park Hills and get some answers and he does apologize for
that.  Mr. McFarland requested that the two communities come together for discussion regarding the Flat River
and Desloge Sewer Agreement or possibly have Desloge look at this agreement. Mn Bryan stated the City of
Desloge would entertain this idea if Park Hills would like to have their attorney initiate this and get with the City
of Desloge attorney. Mr. Bryan stated that he will let Mr. McFarland go back and talk to Park Hills and then the
two of them will get together and talk regarding Mr. Gremminger issue. Mayor Pro Temp, Alvin Sutton stated
this matter would be postponed at this time until the next regular monthly meeting.
