In the Book of Revelation we're told of an image that is given the power to speak, and the image causes certain people to be put to death.
 

Revelation 13:15  And he had power to give life unto the image of the beast, that the image of the beast should both speak, and cause that as many as would not worship the image of the beast should be killed.
16  And he causeth all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and bond, to receive a mark in their right hand, or in their foreheads:
17  And that no man might buy or sell, save he that had the mark, or the name of the beast, or the number of his name.
  

In early 1978 I went through the most difficult experience of my life thus far. I was unable to sleep at night for weeks on end. The terrible experience resulted in my calling upon God for help in the middle of the night, and to my great surprise I was able to sleep for 10 minutes. I didn't believe in God during this event, but the experience kindled an inquiry. I had to find out about God because just being able to sleep for a while at that time in my life was a miracle.
 

My wife and I bundled up our three children and went to visit a relative two hundred miles away who was a Wesleyan Methodist minister. Over the course of a weekend, I asked him to tell me about God and he explained to me the course of salvation through Jesus Christ. For the first time in weeks I slept through the night.
 

There was one peculiar thing about that minister. He had never allowed a television to be in his home. He said it was of the devil.
  

 

The Invention of the First Talking Image
 

On 2/27/1888 inventors Eaweard Muybridge and Thomas Edison met privately. Muybridge proposed combining his image casting zoopraxiscope with Edison's recorded sound technology. Edison later brought sound and image together in 1895 with his invention of the Kinetophone, a "peep-show" system.

The Power of Media
 

Joseph Pulitzer and William Randolph Hearst owned competitive newspaper companies in New York City in the late 1890's. Pulitzer's "New York World" and Hearst's "New York Journal" were in a circulation battle. Pulitzer had been the first person to develop a newspaper that appealed to the common man. Pulitzer did this by emphasizing everyday occurrences such as crime that brought an emotional response from readers, and objectivity (truthfulness) in reporting. This method increased Pulitzer's "New York World" circulation from 15,000 to 600,000. Hearst noticed this, and modeled his "New York Journal" after Pulitzer's success, although Hearst wasn't so much concerned with the objectivity aspect of reporting the news. Hearst was in the business for the power and the money, not particularly the truth.
 

Because tensions were building in Cuba, Hearst sent an artist to Cuba to capture images if war broke out. The artist told Hearst that no war was going to occur. Hearst told the artist, "You furnish the pictures and I'll furnish the war". The USS Maine exploded in Cuba on 2/15/1898. The cause of the explosion was unknown, but both Pulitzer's and Hearst's newspapers carried headlines about the ship being blown up by an enemy torpedo. The United States was soon at war with Spain. Pulitzer later became concerned that his competition with Hearst had led him to stray from objectivity and truthfulness in reporting, and tried to amend his ways.
