Submissions: Members are invited to submit up to five (5) photographic images in digital JPEG form 
for the jury process. The images must have been created within the past five years and not have been 
hung in an ASC exhibit within that period. All entries must be emailed to ASCExhibit@sbcglobal.net 
as per the ASC instructions for Evaluation and Review (number all images using the prefix EX01-, EX02-, 
through EX05- etc., followed by your first initial and last name) and as posted on the club website. Im-
ages for review must be in JPG format and not exceed 1050 pixels on the long side and be 72 dpi. The 
title and proposed finished exhibition size of each piece must also be stated within that e-mail.

Awards: 	 Cash awards will be awarded to the top four images in the exhibit. Awards will be announced at 
the reception.
