Topics addressed are as follows:

1- Discussed meeting with Macedania Missionary Baptist Church for the “Back to
School/Waco Block Party, and it was decided on that the Community Watch
program would provide a large bounce house with water feature, Music,
popcorn/snow—cbrn machines along with the supplies, Chalk and Face painting
along with supplies, hotdog plates with chips and cakes provided by the
Community Watch Group and Waco Fire Department.

2- Macedonia Missionary Baptist Church will be responsible for Cake Walk and
Cakes for the cake walk; Indoor activities for the elderly (Bingo- Etc), possibly
more, but that is to be determined with our next joint meeting.

3- Community Watch Group will also have the following participants for the Block
Party: Waco Fire Department with possible water feature and smoke house,
Cleveland County Sheriff’s dept. display and activities, Cleveland County EMS,
along with Crime Stoppers. Group will continue to meet to finalize plans and to
assign duties.

4- Discussed coliecting back-packs and school supplies to hand out at the event.

5- Discussed having the Half & Half Raffle again this year at the Block Party event.

6- Discussion on Waco Christmas Parade and date set for December 7, 2024 @
6:30 P.M..

7- Community Watch Group will contact some of the local Dance/Cheer Studios to
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see if they would willing to participate in the Parade, along with contacting
residents to see if we can get participants to drive some Classic cars/trucks/
motorcycles, along with other community churches.

8- Discussed Park Project between Town of Waco and MMBC, and Contacting
Mr. Oleary regarding the possibility of obtaining the 5.6 acres behind the Waco
Fire Dept. to use for the Park extension.

9- Discussed the offer from Andre Terrel and isreal Hamilton on the pressure
Washing of the bridge, and will try to decide a date at the next meeting.

10- Addressed the issue with letters blowing off the Community Center Sign, and
following up Andre Terrell on the retro-fit of a Plexiglass Cover for each side
of the sign.

11- Discussed the need for recruiting more active members to help with all of the
upcoming planned activities, and this should be a priorty.

12- Discussed the plans to host a Spaghetti dinner for the members of the Waco
Fire Department by the members of the Community Watch Program, and
date has been set for September 5, 2024.

13- Mayor John Barrett presented the monthly financial statement, and was
reviewed by all members. Group also discussed the cost break-down on items
listed on the rental agreement including the new popcorn packets and snow
cone syrup pricing, and all members agreed with the quoted costs of $40.00
for rental of Popcorn Machine; $40.00 for rental of the Snow Cone Machine

(ice not included), and $50.00 for rental of Power Breezer Mist Fan, Popcorn
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bags $5.00 per 100, Popcorn packets $3.00 ea. (10 oz), snow-cone cups $5.00
per 100, and syrups $3.00 ea. (16 oz). Everyone agreed that the Rental
was very fair and reasonable.

14- Discussed issue with people loitering and using restroom between buildings at
Waco Baptist Church, and will follow up at the next meeting.

15- Discussed issue with excessive Cats on Moss Street, and the smell. Mayor John
Barrett stated that a letter was sent out to the home owner, and will follow
at the next meeting.

16- Discussed getting with Ted Stroupe to see about using a Powered-Water
Pressure to use to clean the Bridge, and will follow up at the next meeting.

17- Next Community Watch Meeting Scheduled for July 2, 2024,

18- Next Joint Meeting with MMBC scheduled for July 4, 2024, but would

potentially be rescheduled due to Fourth of July Holiday.
