MATHARE CHILD DEVELOPMENT CENTRE (MCDC)

As of June 2022 there were a total of 856 street kids enrolled in MCDC and each one has a
survival story to tell about their life in the slums both before, and after, MCDC. In July 2010 it
was determined that some of the kids were in too much danger at night in the slums to continue
as-is. The result was that the first two dormitory rooms were set-up at the Dondora Campus.
One for girls and one for boys.

Over the years, with your help, these two dorm rooms have grown into 5 and usually house
between 70-85 very high risk kids. These dorm rooms are their homes 24/7.
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This is Ruby with some of the older girls And these are some of the younger girls
which we call “the big girls”. (pre-puberty) who call these dorm rooms
home.

Likewise, here is one of the “big boys” rooms And their counterparts, some of the younger
with about 14-16 beds. boys in one of their dorm rooms.

Every MCDC student identified as being high-risk (usually an orphan) and are approved to live
in a dormitory room are furnished with a starter kit that includes: bar soap/personal hygiene
supplies/toothbrush and toothpaste/flip flops/pajamas/mattress/sheets/blanket/pillowcase/washing
bucket/school uniforms plus jacket/and a large metal trunk to keep all their personal items in
which slides under their beds.

Each one also receives breakfast and supper 7 days a week and are accountable to a “dorm mom”
and a “dorm dad” who live with them on their separate floors each of which are locked every
night for security.

Starter Kit cost for each of the dorm students is about $130 with an ongoing cost of about $65/
month. MERCY IN ACTION has never had a sponsorship program for these dorm expenses.
Thanks to you partners enough dormitory designated monies come in to cover the costs. Thank
you, Thank you, Thank you for keeping these kids safe and changing their precious lives forever!



MAASAI BUSH MINISTRY

In the late nineties we were introduced to East Africa bush ministry by Mike and Marigold
Cheshier with Firewind Ministries. Their ministry took us to unreached areas in Maasia lands
where they set-up camps from which we all preached the gospel in surrounding villages, bomas,
schools and even under trees. Every camp was different, yet much the same. Tents were set-up,
the camp kitchen was built around a fire pit and a cho (outhouse) was somehow enclosed and
made private around a large hole in the ground. This bush ministry has been a big part of our
lives for the last 23 years.
