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Grace & Peace 

from the Pastor’s Desk 
 

Matthew 4:16  

“the people who sat in 

darkness have seen a 

great light, and for those 

who sat in the region and 

shadow of death light has 

dawned.”’ 

    I’ve recently been introduced to 

a new podcast on saltproject.org 

called “Strange New World” by 

Matthew Myer Boulton. I was 

intrigued by his first Advent 

podcast and I’d like to share the 

essence of his message with you.  

     Boulton begins by talking about 

the Bible itself. Did you know it is 

the highest selling book every 

year, year after year? Something 

he did not mention, but I know 

from good sources to be true, the 

Bible is also the book that is the 

most shoplifted. Yet it is the most 

misunderstood book of all times. 

Boulton explains the Bible as a 

library contained in one volume. It 

is full of countercultural ideas that 

people try to dress up and twist to 

present as acceptable in our 

culture. Still, the Bible is the most 

influential book of all history.  

     Jumping from the Bible, Boulton asks you to think about the very most 

sacred space in your life. Now imagine it intentionally, completely, utterly, 

maliciously destroyed. How do you make sense of the destruction of your most 

sacred space?  

     That’s where Mark, the first writer of the gospel books, begins his gospel. In 

a place of desolation. An apocalypse. The Roman armies have stormed the 

temple and taken away the most sacred place of their world. In the midst of 

loss, the angels appear to tell us that good news of great joy has come. In the 

rubble of desecration God is on the way. God has pulled away the veil, 

revealing the hidden rescue to come. A vision of hope is given when all hope 

seems lost.  

     Boulton says that Christmas begins in the dark, the rubble, the shadows, the 

ashes, the apocalyptic word, because only there can we hear the good news of 

the light coming into the world.  

     This leads me to think of the Advent Wreath in the sanctuary. It begins dull 

and dark. Then a candle is lit, a bit of light is breaking into the darkness, then 

each week another candle is lit until we have a full circle of light. The light has 

broken into the darkness. The light of Christ is lit on Christmas Eve and we 

know the darkness has been abolished. When Jesus came into the world the 

kingdom of light broke through the darkness and the world was never the 

same. 

     As much as we, at least I, love the Christmas tree lights, the tinsel, the 

decorations, that is not where Christmas begins. It begins in the darkness of 

time and light breaks through to overcome the darkness. 

     As always, I am available to talk with you about what is on your mind. I am 

usually in the office Tuesdays and Thursdays until 2:00 p.m. (Although 

Tuesdays I may be at the pastor’s discussion group, so it is best to call first.)

Boiler & Capital Campaign Update 
 

As with any major project there were a few hiccups and minor 
adjustments that needed to be made over the course of the past year.  
The Property Committee is happy to report that the system is running 
smoothly and will undergo its first annual maintenance and inspection 
on November 28th.  The Property Committee is closely monitoring the 
gas usage compared to previous years and we are realizing savings in 
this area, however, natural gas prices are continually increasing.  We are 
currently paying .81 per CCF. 
A capital campaign is currently underway to raise funds for the cost of 
the new boiler system. A designated fund has been set up. The total cost 
to replace the boiler system was $58,803.64.  To date the boiler fund 
campaign has raised $19,379.68.

Look for Oeko-tex 100 and GOTS (Global 

Organic Textile Standard), certifications that assure harmful chemicals were not used and sustainability practices are 

forefront.

Replace liquid soaps with bars. That switch avoids petroleum as an ingredient, nixes single-use plastic, lowers emissions 

from transportation, reduces energy in manufacturing, and still does the job of cleaning. Browse “bar soap brands” or
