OLD TESTAMENT LESSON: Jonah 3:1-10 (ESV)

1 Then the word of the LorD came to Jonah a second time: 2 “Go to the great city of
Nineveh and proclaim to it the message | give you."

3 Jonah obeyed the word of the Lorp and went to Nineveh. Now Nineveh was a very
large city; it took three days to go through it. 4 Jonah began by going a day’s journey into the
city, proclaiming, “Forty more days and Nineveh will be overthrown.” 5 The Ninevites believed
God. A fast was proclaimed, and all of them, from the greatest to the least, put on sackcloth.

6 When Jonah's warning reached the king of Nineveh, he rose from his throne, took off
his royal robes, covered himself with sackcloth and sat down in the dust. 7 This is the
proclamation he issued in Nineveh:

“By the decree of the king and his nobles:

Do not let people or animals, herds or flocks, taste anything; do not let them
eat or drink. 8 But let people and animals be covered with sackcloth. Let everyone
call urgently on God. Let them give up their evil ways and their violence. 9 Who
knows? God may yet relent and with compassion turn from his fierce anger so that
we will not perish.”

10 When God saw what they did and how they turned from their evil ways, he
relented and did not bring on them the destruction he had threatened.

62 For God alone my soul waits in silence;
from him comes my salvation.

2 He alone is my rock and my salvation,
my fortress; | shall not be greatly shaken.

EPISTLE LESSON: 1 Corinthians 6:12-20 (ESV)

12 "All things are lawful for me,” but not all things are helpful. "All things are lawful for
me,” but | will not be dominated by anything. 13 "Food is meant for the stomach and the
stomach for food"—and God will destroy both one and the other. The body is not meant for
sexual immorality, but for the Lord, and the Lord for the body. 14 And God raised the Lord
and will also raise us up by his power.

15 Do you not know that your bodies are members of Christ? Shall | then take the
members of Christ and make them members of a prostitute? Never! 16 Or do you not know
that he who is joined to a prostitute becomes one body with her? For, as it is written, “The two
will become one flesh” 17 But he who is joined to the Lord becomes one spirit with
him. 18 Flee from sexual immorality. Every other sin a person commits is outside the body, but
the sexually immoral person sins against his own body. 19 Or do you not know that your body
is a temple of the Holy Spirit within you, whom you have from God? You are not your
own, 20 for you were bought with a price. So glorify God in your body.

50 Jesus answered
him, “Because | said to you, 'l saw you under the fig tree, do you believe? You will see greater
things than these.” 51 And he said to him, “Truly, truly, | say to you, you will see heaven
opened, and the angels of God ascending and descending on the Son of Man.”
