U.S. Department of Justice’s Standards for Certification on Safe Policing for Communities.

The U.S. Attorney General’s Office has designated the Wisconsin Law Enforcement Accreditation Group as the credentialing body for Wisconsin Law Enforcement agencies to certify that an agency’s Use of Force policy complies with the U.S. Department of Justice’s Standards for Certification on Use of Force and Safe Policing for Communities.
Agencies that wish to have their Use of Force policy certified must comply with the two mandatory conditions for certification:

1. The Agency’s use-of-force policies adhere to all applicable federal, state, and local laws; and
2. The Agency maintains use-of-force policies that prohibit the use of choke holds, except in those situations where the use of deadly force is allowed by law.
Agencies that wish to have their Use of Force policy certified must do the following:

· Complete the certification request letter (included below) on Agency letterhead.
· Include name of Chief Executive, Agency information, and contact email address. 
· Include Agency ORI, EIN (Employee Identification Number) and DUNS number.
· Include a copy of your Use of Force policy

· Email all documents to WILEAG at executive.director@wileag.info.

ORI (Originating Record Identifier) – this number is assigned by the FBI for crime reporting purposes.

EIN (Employee Identification Number) – this number is assigned by the IRS for tax reporting purposes.  The EIN can be found on a W2 or payroll statement.

DUNS (Data Universal Number System) – A DUNS number is a unique nine- or thirteen- digit sequence recognized as the universal standard for identifying and keeping track of entities receiving federal funds.

Agencies that are not members of the WILEAG Accreditation program will be charged a fee of $100 for the policy review process.  Agencies will be invoiced.
Certification is valid for 36 months.  If approved, WILEAG will send you a certification letter and notify the Director of the COPS Office to include your agency within the database of certified law enforcement agencies qualified to receive U.S. Department of Justice discretionary grant funding.

I understand that, based on the Executive Order on Safe Policing, the U.S. Department of Justice’s discretionary grant funding is only available to state, local, and university or college law enforcement agencies that have obtained (or are in the process of seeking) credentials certifying that they meet certain standards on use of force. I further understand that the Executive Order on Safe Policing empowers the U.S. Attorney General to designate independent credentialing bodies — such as the Wisconsin Law Enforcement Accreditation Group — to certify that a law enforcement agency meets the conditions of eligibility for federal grants. 

After reviewing the U.S. Department of Justice’s Standards for Certification on Safe Policing for Communities and [insert applying agency]’s policies, I certify that our agency meets the following mandatory conditions for certification and have submitted a copy of our Use of Force policy for your review:
