· Hamilton and Jefferson had conflicting views

· Washington favors Hamilton’s ideas

· Hamilton’s followers: Federalists

· Jefferson’s followers: Republicans

· The two parties fought over governmental issues

II. The First Political Parties

	· Led by Hamilton

· Wealthy and well-educated should lead

· Strong central government

· Emphasis on manufacturing, shipping and trade

· Loose interpretation of the Constitution

· Pro-British

· Opposed French Revolution

· Favored the National Bank

· Favored Protective Tariff
	· Led by Jefferson

· People should have the political power

· Strong state governments

· Emphasis on agriculture

· Strict interpretation of the Constitution

· Pro-French

· Supported French Revolution

· Opposed National Bank

· Opposed Protective Tariff




III. Conflicting Ideologies

· Hamilton and Jefferson disagreed over the Bank of the United States

· Hamilton wanted the Bank to:

· show the power of the government 

· strengthen the economy

· Congress passed the law

· Hamilton said the bank was a “necessary and proper” 

· Jefferson stated that this was a loose interpretation of the Constitution

· Washington accepted Hamilton’s position

· the Bank of the United States was formed
