April 11, 2022

Public Comment:  There was a discussion about the boundaries of Fire District 9 and Fire District 4 in the Nookachamps Development. 

Old Business:  

Newsletter –The next newsletter will be sent out sometime in April.  Secretary Berg asked for input for items to include in the newsletter.
Nookachamps Development – There was a discussion about the letters that were sent out to the Nookachamps Development residents that are affected by the Fire District 4 boundaries and the letter that was sent to Fire District 4 commissioners.
Apparatus Replacement Program – Commissioner McMahan is working on it.
Call Report – Secretary Berg gave an update on the call volume 2022.  We have responded to 72 calls so far this year.  
New Business:  
Levy Lid / Tax Increase – Commissioner Thomson would like to discuss a strategy to go for a levy lid and/or a bond to purchase a new truck.  There was a brief discussion.

Chief’s Report: 
· Pinning Ceremony May 1st.
· L915 is still waiting to get back into service.  They are still working out the bugs.
· Tires are back ordered for E911 and we are still waiting for tires for the other truck.
· E911 lost its wiring to the pump panel.  They are able to run it manually.

· We have several radios that are failing.  Cost to replace one is $5,000 to $7,500 each approximately.
· Chief Berg has asked 360 Landscaping to mow the hillside at Station 2 to help protect the septic.  Chief Berg also thinks that will help with visibility.
· We received a DNR matching grant for wildland gear. 
· Chief Berg has been getting the items replaced from the three thefts last year.  There is still a few more items that have been on back order for some time that will hopefully be here soon.
