Dennis Prager, a Jewish Hebrew scholar, sugges
A M IlIGod was giving Moses an answer to Moses, and not the Israelites. He notes that Moses had
strayed so far from his faith that he no longer remembered who God was; that Moses questioning about
who God is, was probably his honest yearning to know the God of his faith. That is, the God of his
ancestors.

In our yearning to know God, we too may have questions about who God is. In our asking, keep in
mind that God has no elaborate answer to our question regarding who He is. His answer to us would
be the same, — AM WHO | AMI, whHesimplytwarasnustd teust e s
Him.

As human beings we struggle with a God who is all powerful, all knowing, all loving, and at the same
time annihilated the whole human race with a flood except to save a few. This is the same God who
sent fire to ruin Sodom and Gomorrah for good, and yet He is the same God who gave up His one and
only Son to be crucified in order to reconcile the world to Himself.

In our attempt to seek God and to know Him, keep in mind that we are limited in our knowledge and
understanding of who He is. The best thing we can do is to trust Him and to believe what He has
reveal ed about Himself in the _Bible*, even wh
What we must not do, is make claims about God that is inconsistent with what has been written in the
scripture. And keep in mind that any attempt to explain God to benefit us or to justify our behaviors, is
an attempt to make God into our own image.

No matter how far you have strayed from your faith, and no matter how much you struggle to
understand God, keep in mind that God is always seeking you, especially when you are alone in the
desert like Moses. In the same way that God sought out Moses, He seeks you and longs to be in a

l oving relationship with you. God i s yoWtd@ometdHiml
just as you are. But know that he will not leave you as you are, for He wants to make you into His
image!

May you encounter God in a way that will bring you to a closer relationship with Him.
