Priority Legislation Update - December 2025

The 2025 Legislative Session was very productive, with a number of bills that | carried making it to the Governor's des|
and being signed into law. Below you will find my Prime-Sponsored Legislation and the current status of that legislatic
as of December 2025. While there were many legislative victories, one very important piece of legislation | carried wa
vetoed, A.225-A, which would have authorized the Thruway Authority to offer free travel between the Onondaga
County Thruway Exits for all Onondaga County residents for the duration of the I-81 Project. While | was disappointed
that A.225-A was vetoed, it does not mean that | won't continue to fight for affordability in our everyday lives.

Signed Into Law:

A.8464: Re-authorizes the Village of Baldwinsville to repurpose their sewer fund after turning over the sewer system
Onondaga County (Chapter 352).

A.8612: Allows suburban students transferring to the Syracuse STEAM school to participate in varsity athletics for t
STEAM School if they already played varsity sports in 7th or 8th grade (Chapter 366).

A.934-A: Requires that in a multi-defendant criminal case if there is a tie on whether to use a peremptory challenge, t
challenge goes through (Chapter 440).

A.8329-A: Authorizes the Village of Baldwinsville to impose an up to 5% hotel occupancy tax (Chapter 473).
A.8116-A: Provides the Syracuse Regional Airport Authority more flexibility in recruitment and retention (Chapter 496

: Corrects an error allowing 6 Onondaga County Sheriff Deputies to receive the 20-year retirement plan (Chapt

A.3104: Onondaga County Sales Tax Extender (Chapter 208).

Passed in the State Budget:

A.4010: Re-authorization and expansion of work zone speed cameras (Chapter 58).

Sent to the Governor, not yet acted upon:

A.249: Allows the Department of Tax and Finance to accept electronic signatures from holders of powers of attorney 1
tax purposes.

A.804-C: Consumer litigation financing regulations.

A.7544-A: Regulates “Make Ready” work on utility poles.
