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2026 AMA - RMX Championship Series 

The 2026 RMX Championship Series will consist of 8 weekends of racing, 5 Saturday only events 
and 3 AMA State Championship Playoff rounds. The first 5 Saturday-only events will offer a 2-
moto format for each class. The State Championship weekends will offer a 3-moto format over 2 
days (Saturday and Sunday). 

The AMA - RMX Championship Series will be an accumulation of total points earned over all 
events (19 motos). It is possible a racer will win the AMA RMX Championship without winning 
the AMA Featured Plate for 2026.  

The top 5 in points will receive awards at the year-end banquet held at the Virgin River Casino in 
Mesquite, NV (Date TBA) 

In addition to the top 5 in points additional awards, prizes and recognition will be honored to 
those who participate in 7 of 8 RMX rounds regardless of overall finishing position. 

"THE PLAYOFFS" 

The AMA RMX CHAMPIONSHIP “Featured Series Plate” 

“Think of it as SMX for Amateurs” 

Season points will be awarded per moto over the first 5 weekends of racing (10 motos) 

At the completion of round 5 the top 10 (**Top 5 in select classes) Points holders in their 
respective class will advance to the AMA Featured Series Championship Playoff.  

Wild Card: A participant with a 1st place overall finish during the first 5 rounds but not included 
in the top 10 in points will get a shot in the “Playoff" for the RMX Series AMA Featured #1 Plate.  

Transfer points entering the Playoff are as follows:

Wild Card 1 
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The 2026 Playoffs will consist of 9 motos over 3 weekends of racing. 

The RMX Series points table will be used to calculate playoff points towards the AMA Featured 
Series Champion. The points table above along with the 9 State Championship motos will 
determine the AMA Featured Series Champion. 

Individual awards per round, including AMA State Championship #1 plate will be awarded at 
each State Championship. 

• RMX Championship Jackets and top 5 placement awards will be based on all 8 rounds 
(19 moto scores) 

• AMA Featured Series Plates will be awarded to the top finisher per the Playoff criteria 
• Riders must attend 7 out of 8 rounds to be eligible for series Attendance prizes.
