Tent Camping at Palmetto   

 

T ent camping at Palmetto Island State Park can be a rewarding experience.  Noth-

ing like getting away from it all and getting back to nature.  Making memories 

and relaxing is what itõs all about. Making 

smores, shadow puppets and campfires help to 

pass the evenings away. There are different op-

tions for tent campers at Palmetto.  If you enjoy 

having electricity and water, you can rent a tent 

pad in the camper area for $20 to $28 a night de-

pending on what 

day of the week 

and what time of year it is.  If you like to rough it and 

unplug, there are backcountry campsites available 

that you have to hike to.  These primitive sights offer 

more privacy and are located along the parkõs largest 

pond so you can fish and get up close with the wildlife.  

Those spots are $9 a person.  Large groups of up to 30 people can rent the group primi-

tive sight for $35 a night.  That sight is located across from the boat launch area.  You 

can book one of these sights online at  Reserve America .
