Israeli Prime Ministers

Netanyahu, that started the 33rd Government of Israel will tie Ben-Gurion 
to become the longest serving Prime Minister in modern Israel's history. 
He will break that record for himself one day later on July 17, 2019 when 
elections are scheduled to be held. Herein is another clue in that the 
number 13 resurfaces in the lineup of Israel’s modern day Rulers of 
‘Kings’ perhaps.  
 
This correlation is not to implicate Netanyahu as the coming 13th King of 
Israel, especially if he loses the election in 2019. Regardless, he cannot 
be the 13th Person based on the lineup of only Persons holding the 
office. However, it is intriguing that Israel’s modern ‘Kings’ stared with a 
‘David’ and lasted 13 years. Could such a form of government also end 
with such a duration of also a 13-year Ruler? 

The purpose of chart is to correlate the first 13 Kings of both the Kingdoms of Judah and Israel with that of the first 13th ‘Kings’ of modern day Israel in terms of its Prime Ministers since 1948. This study suggests that perhaps the 13th Person to rule the modern State of Israel will have a parallel destiny in terms of what the number 13 means, what 
the term might represent, and if it could be associated with the last Ruler of Israel before the rightful King of the Jews, Jesus returns. For the purposes of this study, the Persons holding the office of Prime Minister will be likened to that of the ancient Kings of Judah and Israel. Why the 13th King? Israel is on the verge of having a 13th Person be 
Prime Minister or Ruler and will pass the 70th year time marker since 1948. Many who study End Times suggest that a convergence might be underway. This theory is assuming that the current Israeli Prime Minister, Benjamin Netanyahu will not be the 13th Person for prophetic reasons that this study will present. Whomever the next Person after 
Netanyahu will be, he will constitute the 13th Prime Minister or ‘King’ of Israel. The question this study will seek to consider is, would or will the 13th Person be the coming AntiChrist?
