Edward Eliot Caine passed away on December 1st 
after a long struggle with Alzheimer's disease. Born 
on June 8, 1930 in El Paso, TX, to Carvel and Monica 
Wirt Caine. At the age of two, Ed moved with his 
family to Berkeley, CA where he spent his childhood. 
Ed earned a BA degree at Pacific University in Forest 
Grove, OR. 
It was at Pacific where Ed met and subsequently mar-
ried Janet Nye in 1951. Following his graduation from 
college, Ed and Jan relocated to Berkeley where he 
began his career as an industrial photographer with 
the University of California, Richmond Field Station. 
He spent the next 32 years with UC, retiring in 1985. 
Ed and Jan moved from Berkeley to Sonoma in 1987 
where they enjoyed many happy years of retirement. 
Ed and Jan raised 3 children, Laurence (Deborah), 
Michael (Lisa), and Neena (Greg), who then blessed 
them with 8 grandchildren and 9 great-grandchildren.  
Ed's passion in life included camping, photography, 
singing in the church choir, scouting, ham radio and 
as a train engineer at Train Town in Sonoma. He was 

a life-long scouter, earning his Eagle badge, and later 
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serving as Scout Master for Troop 37 in Berkeley for 
17 years. He served in a number of community organi-
zations over the years, giving of his time, talent and 
enthusiasm. He and Jan enjoyed camping and travel-
ing with their children all over the country, and over-
seas to Hawaii and Europe. For over 25 years, Ed at-
tended Cal football games, faithfully rooting for the 
Bears. 
Ed was very proud of his heritage, and enjoyed re-
searching his Manx roots (Isle of Man). Born into a 
family of Congregational ministers, Ed knew his God 
well and is now at peace with his Lord.  
In addition to his 3 children, Ed is survived by Jan, his 
wife of 63 years, as well as his brother-in-law Rev. 
James Burnett. Ed was preceded in death by his par-
ents and his sister, Virginia Burnett.
