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The Tacoma Propeller Club Memorial Scholarship was established over 30 years ago to acquaint Pierce County public high school seniors with the effects of international trade on our community, and to introduce them to
good, family-waged jobs within the Port of Tacoma.
Each year a single student from each high school is selected by a counselor to represent their school in the Scholarship Award Competition.
This choice is based on the following criteria: leadership in both school
and community affairs, academic achievement, and financial need.
The top award is $4,000, with a second and third award of $2,000 and $1,500 respectively.  Each participating student receives $200, excluding the top 3 places.
