The second match was a lost to Brian Harris who despite a points difference of minus 16 (only one point better than 13th placed Matt Buesnel) sits in 6th place.

This makes it unlikely that Matt will add the Winter title to his Summer one.

Toby’s win over Matt Pinel followed a draw against Matt Ryan with 4 points lifting him out of the relegation zone with just 3 points off second placed Matt Ryan who beat Neil Selby, but only just 13 – 12 in the second game to move into second place.  Neil though does have two matches in hand on top placed Geoffroy Buffetrille, but is 11 points adrift after a promising start to the season.

Alice Ibitson beat the second World Triples player in Matt Buesnel, but then lost to dad David so remains bottom of the league but is only 2 points adrift of David and with a better points difference.

It was a good day for David who also drew with Ross Payne who also drew with Andrew.

Just 5 league points from 2nd to 11th place, shows just how tough every match is in the top division, next fixtures 19th January.

Division 1 saw league leader Laurent Pellaton narrowly avoid defeat in an incredibly tight game against Brigitte Ibitson with Laurent winning the second game 13 -12.  Laurent though did beat Mo De Gruchy to stay top but Susan Le Gresley beat Daniel Villalard and is just 3 points off Laurent with 2 matches in hand.

Brigitte moved back into the top three with another draw against John McGaw but this is on points difference over Paul Bell who drew with Stephen Stoneman in another really close match 12 – 13, 13 – 11.  Brigitte in third place by 6 points on points difference.

Mo De Gruchy also moved into promotion contention with a win over doubles partner Stephen leap frogging him in the process.

Matt Hutchings drew three matches on the day, 2 against both Daniel and James Villalard and against Cassie Stewart.  The latter also drew with John McGaw with Cassie sitting just above relegation.

Alex Stewart continues to fall down the league and now in the relegation places but this is mainly due to not playing this week so those two matches outstanding could prove crucial to survival.

Keith Pinel also in the relegation zone at the start of the day, albeit with one match in hand played son Matt for the family bragging rights.  Keith having drawn with Matt Ryan beat his son to also move clear of relegation.  This was Matt Pinel fourth straight loss and now sits just 1 point above relegation.

Well, it could be a new record as Geoffroy Buffetrille beat Brian Harris for another six points on the day but a 13 – 12 in each match so very close but is now on an 8-match winning streak.  Geoffroy though not quite there yet with Neil Selby the only able to catch up but would need a Geoffroy to lose his last two matches with Neil needing to win his last four.

In the Summer 2018 season Geoffroy only scored 20 points from 13 matches but has so far scored 28 points and increase of 8 so far this season, with two matches still to play to win his second title.

If Geoffroy wins his final two matches he will break Matt Pinel record of 33 set just last Summer for a 14-player league.
