National Scholarships and Awards

Scholarships

All National scholarships should be submitted online by March 1, 2025 Applications are
available for completion on the National website, www.legion-aux.org/Scholarships

A. Children of Warriors National Presidents' Scholarship

e Awarded to children of veterans who served in the armed forces during the

eligibility dates for The American Legion.
e Three $5,000 scholarships will be awarded in each division.

o Fifteen outstanding students will be awarded a total of $75,000 to further
their higher education.

o The applicant must complete 50 hours of community service during
his/her high school years to be eligible for one of these scholarships.

B. The Non-Traditional Student Scholarship
e One scholarship in the amount of $2,000 will be awarded in each
American Legion Auxiliary division.
e Applicant must be a member of The American Legion, American Legion
Auxiliary or Sons of The American Legion and shall have paid dues for
the two preceding years and for the calendar year in which the application
is made.

C. Spirit of Youth Scholarship
¢ One Junior member in each division will receive a $5,000 scholarship.
e Applicant must be a senior in high school, have held membership in the
American Legion Auxiliary for the immediate past three years, hold a
current membership card and continue her membership in the American
Legion Auxiliary during the four-year scholarship period.

D. Junior Member Loyalty Scholarship

e Two scholarships in the amount of $2,500 will be awarded in each
American Legion Auxiliary division.

e Applicants must have been a Junior member of the American Legion
Auxiliary, held membership in the American Legion Auxiliary for the
past three consecutive years and be a paid member for the current
membership year. Winners must continue membership in the American
Legion Auxiliary during the scholarship period.

e Applicants must be a traditional student with no interruption in
education, at least in the first semester of college but not yet attained a
bachelor’s degree.

Rules

All areas of the National Organization’s education program should be
emphasized and Units are encouraged to participate.

The Department winners of the Children of Warriors National
Presidents Scholarship, Spirit of Youth Scholarship for Junior Members,
Non-Traditional Student Scholarship, and Junior Member Loyalty
Scholarship will each receive a $25 cash award, and these awards will
be included in the annual Department budget as a separate line item.

The Department has established the Wilma Hoyal/Maxine Chilton
Memorial Scholarship. There are three scholarships awarded annually;
one to Arizona State University, one to The University of Arizona, and
one to Northern Arizona University.

This scholarship is renewable provided the student meets the outlined
criteria. Recipient must file an application through the American Legion
Auxiliary Department office. Applications for this scholarship may be
secured by the student through the University office or the American

Legion Auxiliary.

Recipient must be enrolled as a second year or an upper-division student
in Political Science, Public Programs, or Special Education.

Rules and requirements for these scholarships will be provided with the
application form.

Nursing Scholarships are awarded through the Past Presidents Parley
Committee.



JEAN BATLEY PLAQUE

Units with membership of 150 and under.

The purpose of this award is to stimulate interest in good participation in the Education Program of
the American Legion Auxiliary by giving recognition to the Unit which makes the most use of the
available ideas in education, scholarship and loan possibilities.

WILMA HOYAL-MAXINE CHILTON MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP

One (1) annual scholarship of $1000.00 is available to a student at Arizona State
University, Northern Arizona University and the University of Arizona enrolled as a second year or
upper division student in Political Science, Public Programs or Special Education.

Applicant must be a citizen of the United States and a resident of Arizona for at least one (1) year.
Honorably discharged veterans or immediate family members of a veteran will be given preference.

Applications must be sent to the American Legion Auxiliary Department of Arizona Headquarters office
by May 15th preceding term to be commenced in the fall. Final selection will be made by the American
Legion Auxiliary through the Department President and committee of three (3) Past Department

Presidents.

Recipients will receive awards through the appropriate school offices for each academic year in the
following manner. One half (%) of award will be made available to the recipient at the beginning of fall
and spring semesters, dependent on proper enroliment with the university.

Applicant must complete at least 12 hours with a grade average of “B” or better, and be enrolled as a
fulltime student.

Selection for assistance will be made on the following basis:
Scholarship 25% Financial Need 40%

Character 20% Leadership 15%

Submit application with attachments in the following order:

1. Completed application.

2. Resume of not more than 300 words giving family background, civic, social,

school, and church activities, including statement of applicant’s career goals.

3. Three (3) letters of reference from persons who can testify to character, aptitude,

initiative, and need, i.e. Instructors, Counselor, Financial Aid Director, Clergyman

or Employer.

4. Transcripts of previous year’s grades.

Former recipient continuing degree programs as listed above may re-apply provided applicant
complies with rules, submitting new application data.
