The bottom 2 places in the Premier League are automatically replaced by 1st & 2nd place in Division 1.

3rd from bottom in the Premier League will have a play off against 3rd place in Division 1 to decide who will play in the Premier League the following season.  (See No. 16 for play off rules).

These matches are the best of 3 games to 13 points, in the event of the match going to the deciding game a toss of the coin will be required, the winner getting to choose a previously unused terrain.
