Guest Speaker: The Foundation of Tigard/Tualatin: February Fund Drive Board Representative

Margie Greene, executive director for the foundation for TTSD; every February, we host a major fundraising campaign.
There are yard signs, lots of banners, information coming home, lots of social media posts. “Help fund the future” is the
theme of the campaign. The TUES PTA helps so much at school, but not all schools are alike. The Foundation helps
support these schools with the arts, grants, etc. Over the years, we have been able to share $3.3 million through grants
and scholarships. TUES received school grant money- we added 1hr per day to our school counseling department helping
trend student data, support behavior needs, and support our instructional assistant in our language learner classroom.
Art in the Burbs helped to repair some of our musical instruments. Remaining funds are going towards TEAF classes and
TEAF hours. Coin drive is coming up, January through May. We haven’t seen the email yet to sign up, so Margie is going
to look for and send the sign up. The Foundation is asking for folks to “adopt lawn signs” to have posted to help with the
fundraising. Reach out and they will deliver to you. April 22nd is the Foundation Gala at the Oregon Zoo.

Garden Update Trish Osbourne

Currently in planning for our cold weather crops. We are looking to collect milk cartons, etc to create greenhouses. Pam
worked with TEAF to use room 103 if the weather is not great and we can’t be outside. Working on donations requests
for supplies-4th graders will write letters in the coming weeks. We are hoping to make improvements to the garden with
walkways, decrease weeds, increase beds, and hopefully long term install a watering system.

TEAF Update & Start Date: Kat Lepore

Winter term starting this February; Kat Lepore and Amanda Thorderson are program managers, Ashley Young is Program
Coordinator; the TEAF committee is comprised of employees in the school willing to help with special projects and
classes. First term is 2/2-3/18; 1 hour long classes from 2:30-3:30; 16 class options this term. There is a donation based
payment structure- donate what you can, with a suggested donation of $40/class. Scholarships are available for families
that need the support. Budget review from last year compared to this year, and projected for next school year. Looking at
fundraising for future years of TEAF including continued grant writing, donations, PTA funds.

Grade Level Report Out: ELL Tamara Harris

ELL teacher who works with kids who speak multiple languages; we previously pulled students to work with them in
groups, but this year we have switched to Mrs. Harris being in classrooms rather than pulling kids out. She is in nearly
every classroom; standardized testing is coming up, so they will take an english proficiency exam in addition to their
regular testing. She participates in morning meetings, classroom reading, etc. She is available to connect if anyone has
guestions; she is available at drop off in the mornings and then by appointment during the day.

Family Partnership Advocate: Community Engagement & Support Jenni Bustos

Family Partnership Advocate-most families have not expressed impact regarding ICE activity; many have expressed fear,
but no interactions. Most are fearful being in the community so they are not getting all their basic needs met (ex.
Groceries, optometry appointments). There are documents getting posted about how to help support families in TTSD;
they will be in the office, posted on bulletins, etc.
