The Outer Hebrides   Isle of Lewis & Harris

There are 27 islands which comprise the Outer Hebrides of 
which 15 are populated. 

The isle of Lewis & Harris is the largest of the Scottish 
Islands with 840 square miles.  It incorporates Lewis in the 
north and Harris in the south.  Lewis & Harris are 
sometimes referred to as separate islands, however they are 
connected by land. 

Following the 
Treaty of Perth in 
1266 the islands 
were under the 
control of Clan 
Chiefs, including the 
MacKenzies. 

Much of the land is 
now under local 
control and is used 
primilary for 
tourism, crofting, 
fishing and weaving.
