Question:   I have a question about Paul. Where does he teach that we should not follow YHWH’s Torah? I have been taught that he teaches us to follow the Torah, but people have misunderstood his words. I have not read all of Paul's teachings, so I could be wrong. But as of right now, I feel that Paul is leading people to the Torah. Some of his stuff is confusing though.
 

 

Answer: Here's one example: Millions of Pastor's will point to Paul's teachings in the verses below to justify eating pork and shellfish.

 

1 Corinthians 8:7  Howbeit there is not in every man that knowledge: for some with conscience of the idol unto this hour eat it as a thing offered unto an idol; and their conscience being weak is defiled.
8  But meat commendeth us not to YaHuWaH : for neither, if we eat, are we the better; neither, if we eat not, are we the worse.
9  But take heed lest by any means this liberty of yours become a stumbling block to them that are weak.
10  For if any man see thee which hast knowledge sit at meat in the idol’s temple, shall not the conscience of him which is weak be emboldened to eat those things which are offered to idols;
11  And through thy knowledge shall the weak brother perish, for whom Messiah died?
12  But when ye sin so against the brethren, and wound their weak conscience, ye sin against Messiah.
13  Wherefore, if meat make my brother to offend, I will eat no flesh while the world standeth, lest I make my brother to offend.


 

Paul indicates in the verses above that it's OK to eat meat sacrificed to idols if we just "have knowledge", and so long as a "weak" brother doesn't see us eating. 

 

Paul insinuates that we're weak if we don't eat pork.

 

The statement in 1 Corinthians 8:8 above, "But meat commendeth us not to YaHuWaH" is an outright lie.

 

 

Here's what YAHUSHUA Messiah had to say about Paul's teaching to eat food sacrificed to idols in about 90 AD, 40 years after Paul's teachings began:

 

Revelation 2:12   And to the angel of the church in Pergamos write; These things saith He which hath the sharp sword with two edges;
13  I know thy works, and where thou dwellest, even where Satan’s seat is: and thou holdest fast My Name, and hast not denied My faith, even in those days wherein Antipas was My faithful martyr, who was slain among you, where Satan dwelleth.
14  But I have a few things against thee, because thou hast there them that hold the doctrine of Balaam, who taught Balac to cast a stumbling block before the children of Israel, to eat things sacrificed unto idols, and to commit fornication.

 Revelation 2:18  And unto the angel of the church in Thyatira write; These things saith the Son of YaHuWaH , who hath His eyes like unto a flame of fire, and His feet are like fine brass;
19  I know thy works, and charity, and service, and faith, and thy patience, and thy works; and the last to be more than the first.
20  Notwithstanding I have a few things against thee, because thou sufferest that woman Jezebel, which calleth herself a prophetess, to teach and to seduce My servants to commit fornication, and to eat things sacrificed unto idols.


 Please see that the "gospel" of Paul and the Gospel of Messiah oppose each other on the matter of eating food sacrificed to idols. This is a BIG problem.

 

 Please remember that Adam bore YaHuWaH Elohim's image until he ate of the forbidden tree. When Adam ate of the forbidden fruit, YaHuWaH Elohim's Torah (instruction not to eat a certain thing) left Adam's heart. We are what we eat, see, and hear. We are what we bring into our bodies.

 

When we begin to follow our heavenly Father's instructions, we begin to bear His image again, the image that Adam lost.

 

Our heavenly Father, and His Son, are the Living Torah. They are not "under grace" and above the Law. They are precisely "The Law". When their Torah is in our hearts, both our heavenly Father and His Son are living within us.

 

So Christians eat ham for Easter dinner. Paul's false teachings keep Christians from being the living Temples of Elohim that they could be and should be.

 

Some Messianic teachers such as Michael Rood, Monte Judah, and every other Messianic teacher that I know of, further twist Paul's teachings in order to say that "Paul didn't really say that". But the fact is that about 2 billion Christians read Paul's teachings in their bibles and easily justify ignoring our heavenly Father's instructions. We really shouldn't have to go through intense scriptural contortions to get to major truths that should be plainly evident.
