TAKE A STAND 
 

Grace is greater than sin.  This is the point that Paul is making to 
the Romans.  As terrible as sin is - for it 
caused a fundamental separation form God 
and brought mortality and death - grace is 
greater.  The grace that Jesus won for us on 
the cross restores our union with God and 
brings the promise of immortality through 
eternal life.  Grace is stronger than sin for 
when both are present, grace overcomes sin.  
Grace overcomes not just the original sin Ad-
am brought into the world;  it is able to over-
come all human sin.  Grace washes our soul 

clean from sin. 
 

Last Sunday we heard Jesus send the Twelve out to the country-
side of Galilee, instructing them to proclaim:  “The kingdom of 
heaven is at hand” (Matthew 10:7).  This is what He is now en-
couraging them to proclaim from the housetops.  However, He 
has just warned them about persecution.  Like Jeremiah, they 
would hear people denounce them and worse.  But God would 
watch over them, over every little hair on their heads.  Proclaim-
ing the immanence of God’s kingdom from the housetops is an 
acknowledgment that Jesus embodies the kingdom.  For this, 
Jesus assures them that he will acknowledge them in turn. 
 

Jeremiah, Paul, and Jesus all faced persecution, for their values 
aligned with God’s, not society’s.  Jeremiah’s message that Jeru-
salem’s fall was God’s punishment for the people’s sinfulness did 
not win him many friends.  Indeed, his 
friends stood ready to take vengeance 
on him.  Paul repeatedly preached a 
countercultural message across the 
Gentile world.  Jesus found enemies 
among both religious and political 
authorities.  Tradition holds that Jere-
miah was martyred in exile after the 
fall of Jerusalem, killed by fellow ex-
iles.  If this is true, then all three died 
at the hands of their persecutors.  But as Jesus told the Twelve, 
those who can kill the body but not the soul should not be feared.  
We have no less an obligation to bear witness to our faith in an 
often cynical and intolerant world.  Our life in the Lord can over-
come our very real fears in our day-to-day life.

ORDINARY MOMENTS 

 
Will You Say Yes? 

 
You find yourself in the difficult situation of being accused of 
blasphemy and confronting possible execution.  Your crime is 
believing in Jesus Christ.  The question is then asked of you, “Are 
you a Christian, a follower of the one named Jesus Christ?”  Your 
answer may very well dictate what happens to you next.  What is 
your answer? 
 
It is probably easier to answer this question when the scenario is 
make-believe.  All of us want to believe that we would say yes to 
the question of belief in Jesus, but strange things happen when 
humans panic in the face of extreme stress.  As we reflect on what 
we would say, there are those all over the world who are being 
asked that very same question.  It is a question that was asked of 
many in the first centuries of the Church.  Those who respond 
“yes” are considered martyrs and saints.  
 
We might not usually think of all this in terms of good 
stewardship living.  However, our faith is also a gift we have 
received from God to cultivate, grow, and share with others.  The 
more interesting question than the one posed above is, “Would an 
accuser even think of asking you such a question?”  Would you 
have cultivated, grown, and shared your faith enough that anyone 
would even consider you worthy of asking the question?  They 
might assume you don’t know Jesus Christ at all.  I don’t like 
conflict and do not seek out conflict, but I would rather someone 
ask the first question posed than assume there is no reason to 
confront me in the first place.
