The last portion of the 
essay document should include a description of how JOM funding has supported your PreK-12 
school experience.  The application document should be typed in 12-point font and double spaced.

4. Copy of a current photo (for publishing winner results) 
5. Copy of current transcript (can be issued to student or the school can send it directly to NJOMA -
