Father Sam’s Corner
S5th Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Luke 5:1-11

The negative pride needs to die for the Spirit to Grow.

Negative pride promotes self-righteousness, which in turn can lead to idolatrous worship of oneself and
mundane things. The major sin of Lucifer is this negative pride. Thus, acting under the influence of this
pride, Lucifer made himself a god; hence, he stopped worshiping God and invited other angels to do so. We

learned from today’s readings that we need to deal with this negative pride to completely win our soul and
others back to God.

In the first reading, standing in front of the Majesty, Isaiah had to swallow the pride of being one of the most
powerful prophets in his time, and acknowledged his weakness. This new spirit helped him to behold the
glory of the Lord in the temple. It was at that point that a powerful angel, named Seraphim, whose role is to
sit on the throne and glorify God, flew to him “holding an ember”, touched his mouth with it, and said, “See,
now that this has touched your lips, your wickedness is removed, your sin purged” (Isaiah 6:6-7). The
renunciation of sin and humbling of himself before God didn’t only cleanse Isaiah’s mouth, it fired him up for
the divine mission the Lord was calling him to carry on. Thus, he whole heartedly responded to the call,
saying: “Here I am Lord, send me!” (Isaiah 6:8).

We see the same scenario played out in the second reading. Saint Paul has to swallow the pride of being a
former member of the most powerful Jewish army, and a great apostle by conversion, to acknowledge his sin.
This new spirit in him helped him to become the most powerful preacher of the death and resurrection of the
Lord. With this new spirit also, he was able to save his soul and others.

Also, in today’s Gospel story, Peter has to swallow the pride of being Jesus’ senior, and an expert in fishing
business, to learn from Jesus the better way of becoming a successful fisher of men. Thus, when Jesus asked
Peter to “Put out into deep water and lower your nets” (Luke 5:4), after working all night without catching a
fish, Jesus was teaching Peter how to be patient with his fellow disciples and people the Lord was sending him
to lead and to bring to his kingdom. Therefore, my dear brothers and sisters, like Isaiah, Paul and Peter, we
need to let the negative pride die every day so that the spirit and grace of God may increase in us. Also, we
need to be patient with the weak to be able to win them back to the church and the Lord.

Father Sam’s Corner
Quinto Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Evangelio: Lucas 5:1-11

El orgullo negativo necesita morir para que el Espiritu crezca.

El orgullo negativo promueve la justicia propia, que a su vez puede conducir a la adoracion iddlatra de uno
mismo y de las cosas mundanas. El mayor pecado de Lucifer es este orgullo negativo. Asi, actuando bajo la
influencia de este orgullo, Lucifer se hizo un dios; por lo tanto, dejo de adorar a Dios e invit6 a otros dngeles a
hacerlo. Aprendimos de las lecturas de hoy que debemos lidiar con este orgullo negativo para ganar
completamente nuestra alma y la de otros de regreso a Dios.

En la primera lectura, de pie ante la Majestad, Isaias tuvo que tragarse el orgullo de ser uno de los profetas
mas poderosos de su tiempo, y reconociod su debilidad. Este nuevo espiritu lo ayudo6 a contemplar la gloria del
Sefior en el templo. Fue en ese momento que un angel poderoso, llamado Serafin, cuyo papel es sentarse en el
trono y glorificar a Dios, volo hacia €l "sosteniendo una brasa", toco su boca con ella y dijo: "Mira, ahora que
esto ha pasado". toco tus labios, es quitada tu maldad, limpio tu pecado” (Isaias 6:6-7). La renuncia al pecado
y la humillacién de si mismo ante Dios no solo limpiaron la boca de Isaias, sino que lo encendieron para la
mision divina que el Sefior lo estaba llamando a llevar a cabo. Asi, respondid de todo corazén al llamado,
diciendo: “jAqui estoy, Sefior, enviame!”. (Isaias 6:8).

Vemos el mismo escenario en la segunda lectura. San Pablo tiene que tragarse el orgullo de ser un antiguo
miembro del ejército judio mas poderoso, y un gran apostol por conversion, para reconocer su pecado. Este
nuevo espiritu en ¢l lo ayudo a convertirse en el predicador mas poderoso de la muerte y resurreccion del
Sefor. Con este nuevo espiritu también pudo salvar su alma y la de otros.

Ademas, en la historia del Evangelio de hoy, Pedro tiene que tragarse el orgullo de ser el mayor de Jests y un
experto en el negocio de la pesca, para aprender de Jesus la mejor manera de convertirse en un pescador de
hombres exitoso. Por lo tanto, cuando Jesus le pidi6 a Pedro: “Remar mar adentro y echar las redes” (Lucas
5:4), después de trabajar toda la noche sin pescar un pez, Jesus le estaba ensefiando a Pedro como ser paciente
con sus condiscipulos y con la gente del Sefior. lo enviaba para conducir y traer a su reino. Por eso, mis
queridos hermanos y hermanas, como Isaias, Pablo y Pedro, necesitamos dejar morir cada dia el orgullo
negativo para que el espiritu y la gracia de Dios crezcan en nosotros. Ademas, debemos ser pacientes con los
débiles para poder recuperarlos para la iglesia y el Sefior.
