I. The Man
· March 1861 Lincoln was inaugurated

· Great leadership during a civil war

· primary purpose—the preservation of the Union

II. Lincoln’s Views on Slavery
· the Civil War was not to save or destroy slavery

· Lincoln authorized the emancipation of slaves

· January 1, 1863 Emancipation Proclamation 

1. granted freedom to slaves in the Confederate states

2. The U.S government would recognize that freedom

· The Proclamation did not free any slaves immediately 
· Caused mix reviews throughout the country

· blacks joined the army 
· The Union and the Confederacy: fight to the death

III. The Gettysburg Address
· November 1863 

· Lincoln’s Gettysburg Address 
· It speaks about:
· Liberty and All men are created equal

· Many men gave their lives for the Union and the Confederacy

· These dead shall not have died in vain 
· This nation shall have a new birth of freedom 

· To create a true democracy: a government of the people, by the people and for the people
