� No registration required.  First come first serve basis.  When the Church is full, the Hall will 

be used.  Mass will be televised into the Hall from the Church. 

� Entrance gate will open 45minutes before each Mass,  and will be closed 15minutes before 

Mass  begins OR when capacity of both Church and Hall are full.  

� No pre-booking and reservation requests will be entertained.  

� A decision has been taken by the Parish Response Team that in order to further safeguard 

the young, children below 5 years old will not be allowed to attend church. 

 This is effective 24 December 2021 taking into consideration the expected high rise in Mass 

 attendance in this holy season. 

� For children of age 5 to 12 years, though not encouraged to attend,  may do so provided 

that a consent form is completed and signed by parents and submitted to parish office 

latest by 22 December 2021. 

�    All who are attending MUST check-in using MySejahtera app.  Children without hand    

 phones must be  listed as dependents in their parent’s MySejahtera profile. 

�    Only those who are FULLY VACCINATED (according to Digital Certificate) and of LOW RISK   

   status as per MySejahtera app will be admitted.   

� All SOPs issued by MKN/MNU/KKM applies and are to be observed strictly at all times.
