Call to Order 

· Lidia asked for 2 motions to be made to call the meeting to order. Once the two motions were made, by Jenn Bennet and Kathleen O’Neill, the meeting was called to order at 6:32 pm. 
PTA President Update

· Therefore, as a result of my response, the PTA president position was then offered to the Treasurer, Lidia Esposito, as per the bylaws. Lidia accepted the position as the PTA president for the remainer of the 2025-2026 school year.
· As a result, we will need to elect a new Treasurer at the next PTA meeting, which will be held on November 18th.
Principal’s Report by Mr. Cusumano

· Mrs. D’Aleo stated the school had just had their middle school open house. It was very well attended and successful. There were about 400 people in attendance.
· Our students have been visiting the Carol Pino Learning Farm to learn more about harvesting as well as being able to pick food and take it back to our kitchen.
· As always, we want more children to come to our school and reap the benefits of all our school has to offer.

· Our school is starting a drone program soon and we are the only school that has a connection with Carnegie Hall.
· Marquis Studio after school is up and running.
· For the CHAMPS program, the sport chosen was flag football. It will be another after school program that will run.
· 5th graders at two elementary schools will be visiting Roy H. Mann this upcoming month.

· PTC (Parent Teacher Conferences) will take place virtually on 11/13. There will be a link online to register as well as an e-mail sent out to parents.

Treasurer’s Report

· The opening balance was $5,951.00.
· Income that was made this past month included:

· $60.00 in school apparel
· $2,448.00 at the Go Store
· $944.74 from the IHOP fundraiser.
· We made $240 from IHOP. We made $944.74 from the raffles and baskets.

· After all that, our total balance was $9,403.73.

· However, there were expenses that had to be paid out. Those included:

· $2,648.80 to stock up the Go Store.

· $155.00 to be paid to IHOP.

· $2.55 bank fee

· All of these expenses totaled $2,806.35.

· After all the expenses were paid out, the new balance was $6,697.39.
