Weekly Challenge:  This weeks challenge will be to tithe your time by giving God 2 hours and 40 minutes of your time, each day.  This is call tithing your time because you are giving God 10% of your time as there are 24 hours in a day.  We will tithe our time by reading the scriptures for 2 hours and 40 minutes each day until the next challenge is provide.  We hope that you will have an encounter with God that you will continue this practice even when the next challenge is presented.  
You may break up your 2 hours and 40 minutes in intervals that fit your daily schedule.  For example:  You can read four 30-minute sessions plus one 40 minutes each day. Another example:  You can read two 1 hour sessions plus one 40 minutes each day.  You must physically time yourself, each day.  Use your alarms to set your daily reading times.  Use your lunch breaks and time you spend on the phone with others to read your Word.  Remember, we make time for what is important us.  God is the most important person to us and we must spend intimate time with him! 
We will begin reading 1 John 1, 2, 3.  Then, we will go to John.  You are to read each chapter first in the KJV then in the NIV.  Highlight two things that stood out to you in each chapter and write it down.  I will be asking you questions about your reading on the next Bible Study.  
You can count your Bible Study preparation time in no more than 2 of your daily tithing times.  Enjoy Growing in God and in your Faith!!

A Sabbath-Rest for the People of God

1 Therefore, since the promise of entering his rest still stands, let us be careful that none of you be found to have fallen short of it. 2 For we also have had the good news proclaimed to us, just as they did; but the message they heard was of no value to them, because they did not share the faith of those who obeyed. 3 Now we who have believed enter that rest, just as God has said, “So I declared on oath in my anger, They shall never enter my rest.”
And yet his works have been finished since the creation of the world. 4 For somewhere he has spoken about the seventh day in these words: “On the seventh day God rested from all his works.”  5 And again in the passage above he says, “They shall never enter my rest.”

6 Therefore since it still remains for some to enter that rest, and since those who formerly had the good news proclaimed to them did not go in because of their disobedience, 7 God again set a certain day, calling it “Today.” This he did when a long time later he spoke through David, as in the passage already quoted:  “Today, if you hear his voice, do not harden your hearts.” 
8 For if Joshua had given them rest, God would not have spoken later about another day. 9 There remains, then, a Sabbath-rest for the people of God; 10 for anyone who enters God’s rest also rests from their works,[e] just as God did from his. 11 Let us, therefore, make every effort to enter that rest, so that no one will perish by following their example of disobedience.

12 For the word of God is alive and active. Sharper than any double-edged sword, it penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and attitudes of the heart. 13 Nothing in all creation is hidden from God’s sight. Everything is uncovered and laid bare before the eyes of him to whom we must give account.

14 Therefore, since we have a great high priest who has ascended into heaven,[f] Jesus the Son of God, let us hold firmly to the faith we profess. 15 For we do not have a high priest who is unable to empathize with our weaknesses, but we have one who has been tempted in every way, just as we are—yet he did not sin. 16 Let us then approach God’s throne of grace with confidence, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help us in our time of need.

Special Note: Hebrews does not have an author, most theologians accredit the book of Hebrews to be authored by Paul.  The book of Hebrews emphasized the superiority of Christianity over Judaism. It attempts to prevent Christians from relapsing back into Judaism.

Pray to God to touch your unbelief to believe Him and uproot the spirit of disobedience out of your mind, emotions, will, heart, and spirit.
Special Note:  Hearing God’s word isn’t enough.  Ancient Israel heard the word, but it did not profit them because they did not receive it with faith (believe).  Hearing gave them opportunity to change their ways or behaviors, but the opportunity to change from their ways or behaviors only profit if it was mixed with faith.  With faith and hearing the Word of God, the individual can change their ways or behaviors first spiritually by believing and doing the word of God which manifest in natural changes to their ways or behaviors.  One may hear God’s word and have spiritual experiences, but unless the work of God is mixed with faith it will do no good.  This explains why two people can hear the same message and one benefits from what they heard while the other does not.  It also shows that when there is more faith that there is more anticipation of the blessing and favor from God.
The Just Must Live By Faith!  Meaning they must believe God, His Word, and Do It!!!

Special Note:  5 Features of Rest:
1.  Rest means peace with God.  If you are disgruntal, depression, anger, worried, experiencing anxiety, or frustrated or negatively in your feelings or emotions, you are not operating in peace with God.

2.  Rest means freedom from a servile (having or showing an excessive willingness to serve or please others), bondage-like spirit in the worship, service of God, and serving the people of God.
