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DRIVE OUT THE UNCLEAN SPIRITS

It is interesting that Mark chooses not to write any-
thing about what Jesus taught in the synagogue, but
only about how He taught. Twice he says that Jesus
taught with authority. Teach-
ing with authority can mean
two different things. The ob-
vious meaning is reflected in
the way Jesus confronts the
( ) unclean spirit: He orders it
come out of the man and the
unclean spirit obeys. But teachers also speak with au-
thority when they know the subject inside and out.
Clearly, no one knows the subject of God or faith bet-
ter than Jesus. This is the authority the unclean spirit
recognizes. Jesus is able to interpret the law beyond
measure because He Himself has come to fulfill it.

Mark also contrasts Jesus’ teaching with the scribes,
much maligned in the Gospels. It is not their fault; no
matter how much the scribes studied the law, they
could not truly understand it as Jesus could. There-
fore, when we attempt to discern what Jesus would
teach us today about our current issues and problems,
we look to His authority in both senses: inspiring obe-
dience and knowing God’s will.

“Have you come to destroy us?” asks the unclean spir-
it in the Gospel, knowing that without a person to re-
side in, it was doomed (Mark 1:24). Indeed, Jesus on-
ly expels the unclean spirit from the poor man; He
does not slay it. In a way it is destroyed, however, be-
cause it no longer has a host. The unclean spirit is
made powerless and the man is freed of his torment.
But the man would be wise to avoid the vulnerability
that could lead to this demon returning to him for it is
only defeated for now, not destroyed forever. We too
depend upon a higher power to exorcise our demons,
but forever taking care to resist their reappearance lat-
er.

QUESTION OF THE WEEK:

Can I identify an unclean spirit in me that seeks to de-
stroy me? Can I find the courage to ask God to free
me from this demon?

You may be familiar with the annual “blessing of throats” that
many parishes in the United States use to commemorate the
beloved bishop and martyr. St. Blaise lived in the fourth century
in Turkey and Armenia. Due to religious persecution, he was
forced to flee and hide in a cave in the back country in order to
save his life.

History has it that one day a group of hunters stumbled upon
where St. Blaise was living. They found the bishop kneeling in
prayer, surrounded by wolves, lions, and bears that he had tamed.
The legend has it that as the hunters dragged Blaise off to prison,
a mother came with her young son who had a fish bone lodged in
his throat. At Blaise’s command, the child was able to cough up
the bone and thus lived.

Today we remember the saint on his feast day by taking two
candles, crossing them against the throat, and saying the
following prayer:

Through the intercession of St. Blaise, bishop and martyr, may
God deliver you from ailments of the throat and from every other
evil. In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Spirit. Amen.
