There are some changes with regard to membership of which everyone should be
aware. First, the club is no longer offering a prorated membership fee. This means
that anyone who joins at anytime during the year will still need to pay the $140 fee.
This change is driven by changes by SCGA which is moving to a rolling 12 month
activation period. Beginning in March, whenever a person joins, they will get a 12
month window of active SCGA handicap and benefits.

Keep in mind that you can recruit a new member at any time and that new member
will receive a $25 gift card at El Prado as well as a free round of golf in either the
Tuesday (green fee and cart) or Saturday (green fee) skins game. That's up to a
$64 value. Considering that they will also get a SCGA handicap, a $36 cost, they
are getting all the privileges of membership for $40. Your efforts in recruiting will
also be rewarded with a similar round of golf.

If your recruit uses the SCGA portal to join, be sure to let him know that once he
gets a welcoming e-mail from me, to e-mail me back identifying who recruited him.
If he joins directly through the club, there is a place on the membership form to
identify the recruiter.

Also, don’t forget that Associate Members are invited to play in our Skins games
during the month of February. If you see a new face, be sure to introduce yourself
and let them know about the benefits of full membership.
