Crime:

Although the average daily number of Crime related incidents has only risen from 0.025 per day in
2017/2018 to 0.038 per day in 2018/2019, the increase in “Burglary dwelling” incidents is of major
concern. One possible explanation for this rise in burglaries may be related to the drop in reports of
suspicious activity suggested by fall in “Public Safety” incidents from 0.063 per day in 2017/2018 to
0.038 per day in 2018/2019. Reports of suspicious activity from the community, as and when it is
taking place, is of vital importance in both deterring and apprehending burglars.

General:
Notwithstanding the above, the following table comparing the average daily number of each type of
incident suggests Naunton remains amongst the safest parishes in the County:
