Make sure that you have located your nocking point at the
right spot on your string. The nocZing point is the place on
your string where the arrow fits onto the string. It should
be Iocafer? at about 90 degrees (or just slightly higher). Use
a square or similar tool to locate the point - and then mark it
with a pencil or ink. Many archers use ready made nocking
points such as shown on page 28 - while others like to wrap
a little dental floss on the string. Either method is good. Make

sure that the arrow does not fit too tightly on the string - a

slightly loose fit is better than foo snug.

PROPER BOW STRINGING

LENGTHENS BOW LIFE!

Improper bow-stringing may seriously
damage any bow - therefore you are
urged to study these illustrations and
learn the methods used by most ex-
perts. (all instructions are for right-
handed people)

STEP 1

in the first illustration the right hand has grasped
the bow at the handle. The right elbow is held in
close to the body. The heel of the palm of the left
hand is placed on the back of the bow - with the
thumb and forefinger free to slide the string up
the bow when the bracing action takes place. The
tip of the bow is placed against the instep as
shown on the opposite page. THE M AIN
WEIGHT OF THE BODY IS ON THE LEFT LEG.

STEP 2

The bracing action starts by pulling
with the right hand as the weight of
the body shifts from the left to the
right leg. This is the most important
part to learn. Actually the hips and
the shifting of the weight do most of
the work while the left hand acts as
a brace. Practice this a few times
with a light weight bow until you get
the knack.

STEP 3

Make sure that the right hand is dcing
the pulling or the bow won't bend
enough to allow the string to slide up
the back. Pushing too hard with the
left hand throws the body out of bal-
ance and is a common mistake in this
type of bow stringing.
