§ 50.07 REMOVAL BY OWNER.

The owner or occupant of any building or any lot,
parcel or plot of ground fronting or abutting on any
sidewalk in the show removal as hereinafter
described, shall clear said sidewalk of snow or ice to
the full width of the sidewalk within 24 hours after
the same shall have fallen or formed. The Public
Works Department of the city may waive this
requirement in the event of an extended snowstorm.

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|.|'-"1RE YOU READY FOR WINTER — HERE's EVERYTHING YOU NEED TO
MAKE A WINTER SURVIVAL KIT FOR YOUR WEHICLE.

Being stuck on the side of the road during a winter storm i=n't so stressful when you're well
prepared. People often stock their first aid kits and gather supplies in case of emergencies. But
during the winter, you nesd to plan for winter weather travel. In addition to regular
maintenance, it's important to ensure your vehicle has weather-appropriate tires with good
tread, and to fill your car with gas before driving in severe weather.

Also, consider putting together a winter sunvival kit for your wehicle. In the event of an
emergency, it could sawe your life and the lives of your passengers. Here is a list of items that
could go into your winter sundival kit:

First &id Kit

Jumper cables

Tow rope

Cell phone charger

Flashlight with extra batteries
Waterproof matches and candles
Bag of car litter for tire traction
Windshield ice scraper w/brush
srmall showvel

MWecessary madications
Blankets/sleeping bag

Extra set of clothes, gloves, hat
Snow boots

Bottled water

nNonperishable and dried foods, energy bars

If stranded stay with your wehicles and run the engine sparingly. Start with 15 minutes svery
hour and adjust accordingly. Make sure to kesp the exhaust pipe cear of snow.  Mever go to
sheap with the engine running. I you must leave your car for any distance, tie a rope or article
of clothing to your car so you can find your way back

*Remember being preparad could mean the difference between ife and death.




Winter Driving

The winter seas0n 5 upon us ance again. 11's tirme for 3 short refresher on winter driving and
preparedness.

The best advice for driving in bad winter weather is not to drive at all, f you can avoid it

Don't go owt undil the snowplows and sanding trucks have had 3 chance to do ther wark, and
allow yourself extra time to reach your destination.

If you must drive in snowy conditions, make sure your car is preparaed, and that you know how
o handle road conditions.

it's helpful to practice winter driving techniques in 3 snowy, opsn parking bot, so you're familisr
with howr your car handles. Consult your owner's manual for fips specific to your vehicle.

Driving safely on icy roads
Decreass your speed and lzave yourself plenty of room to stop. You should sllow at least thres
fimes rmore space than usual between you and the car in front of you.

Brake gently to avoid skidding. If your whesls start to lock up, ease off the brake.

Turm on your lights o increase your wisibility to other motorists.

Keep your lights and windshield clean.

sz low gears to keep traction, especially on hills.

Don't use cruise control or overdrive on icy roads.

Be especially carsful on bridges, overpasses and infrequently travelsd roads, which will freeze
first. Even at femperatures abowe freezing, if the condiions are wet, you might encounter ice n
shady areas or on exposed roadways like bridges.

Don't pass snowplows and sanding trucks. The drivers hawve limited wisibility, and you're likely to
find the road in front of them worse than the road behind.

Don't assurne your vehicle can handle all condibons. Even four-wheel and front-whee! drive
vehicles can encounter frouble on winter roads.

If your rear wheels skid....

Take your foot off the accelerator.

Sieer in the direction you want the front whesls to go. IF your rear wheels are sliding left, steer
kedt. If they're sliding right. steer nght.

If your rear wheels start sliding the other way as you recover, ease the steering whesd toward
that side. You might hawve to steer leff and night a few tirnes to get your vehicle complately under
contral.

If you have standard brakes, pump them gently.

If you have antHock brakes [ABS), do not pump the brakes. Apply steady pressure to the
brakes. You will fe=l the brakes pulse — this is normal.




If your front wheels skid...

Take your foot off the gas and shift to neutral, but don’t try to steer immediately.

A5 the wheels =kid sideways, they will slow the vehicle and traction will return. As if does, steer
in the direction you want to go. Then put the transmission in “drive” or releass the clutch and
accelerate pently.

If you get stuck.
Dio nof span your wheels. This will only dig you in deeper.

Turn your wheals from sade to side 3 few times to push snow out of the way.

== a light touch on the gas. to eas= your car out.

Us2 a shovel to clear snow away from the wheels and the underside of the car.

Pour sand, katty litter, gravel or salt in the path of the whesls, to help get traction.

Try rockang the wehide. (Check your owner's manual first — it can damage the transmission on
some vehicles. | Shift from fonward to reverse, and back agsin. Each time you're m gear, give 3
fight touch on the gas until the wehicle gets going.

Maintain Your Car:

Check batiery, tirs tread, and windshisld wipers, keep your

windows clear, put no-freeze fluid n the washer resenvoir, and check your antifreeze.
Have On Hand:

Flashlight. purnpsr cables, abrasve matenal (sand, kitty Iitter, even

floor miats), showel, snow brush and ice scraper, waming devices (like flares) and
blankst=. For long trips, add food and water, medication and cell phone.

Stopped or stalled?

Stay inyour car, don't overexert, put brght marksrs on antenna

or windows and shine doms light, and, if you run your car, clear exhsust pips and
run it just enowgh to stay warm.

Plan Your route:

Allgw plenty of time [check the weather and leave early if

necessary), be familiar with the maps’ directions, and let others know your rouie

and arrival fime.
