If you're a Christian you probably won't want to read this email because it will be mostly meaningless. If you want to start keeping the Sabbaths, you should be aware of a new teaching that could be very dangerous.
 

If you are a seventh day Sabbath keeper you have probably become aware of the teaching that the Sabbaths should be referenced to the sighting of the New Moon each month. I've received several emails lately concerning this subject.
 

I've researched the Sabbath being tied to the new moon several times in the last 5 years. It sounds very convincing, but I just can't get past the Creator resting 3 days after the creation of the Moon instead of seven days. If the moon were to signal the Sabbaths, as far as I can understand, He would have created the moon on the first day.
 

Here's a link to a page on worldslastchance.com describing the lunar Sabbaths. Toward the bottom of the page on the link below there's a calendar showing the New Moon Day on the 1st and the Sabbaths on the 8th, 15th, 22nd, and 29th days. Under the calendar is the quote "The day on which you worship, dictated by which calendar you use, reveals who you are worshipping." I would advise you NOT to follow the teachings of the website link below.

Please understand that Muslims worship Allah, an ancient moon god. By tying the Sabbaths to the moon and not to the Creation week, Allah is being covertly memorialized and not YaHuWaH Elohim, and almost no one realizes it! Be very careful.
 

YaHuWaH had to teach Israel the Sabbath day in the wilderness by not creating manna on the Sabbath. If all that Israel had to do was look at the moon, He would probably have said "Look at the moon to determine the Sabbath", but that instruction isn't in the Torah.
 

The keeping of the Sabbath is an extremely important subject. The lunar Sabbath concept is very convincing, but I just can't get past Creation week with Elohim resting 7 days after light was created, not the moon. I don't think He would change His pattern.
