I. Stalemate in the East (1861-1863)
· Three important battles: Bull Run, Antietam and Gettysburg
a. Battle of Gettysburg

· Union army was victorious

· Confederate lost 28,000 men

· Union lost 23,000 men

· Turning point of the war 

· South would never recover

II. Northern Victories in the West (1862-1863)
· Grant nicknamed “Unconditional Surrender” 

· captured Fort Henry and Fort Donelson 

· Victorious at Shiloh and Vicksburg 

III. The Final Phase (1864-1865)
· 1864 Grant commanded of all Union forces

· General William T. Sherman led the Union army in the West

· Grant captured Richmond

· Lee surrendered to Grant at the Appomattox Court House
· the Civil War was over
IV. African-Americans Role in the Civil War

· Emancipation Proclamation in 1863 inspired Negroes to join

· Negroes joined the Union Army 

· Discrimination in the Army

· Negroes were informants and spies and woman were nurses

· The Negro contributed in many ways to the Union victory
