Tournament News 

We had the largest turnout of the year for the 
Member/Member – thanks to everyone for your 
participation. This meant our highest purse of the 
year at $5,176, the first time 
we’ve been over 5K in a 
long time.  

I know some of you don’t 
like playing aggregate on 
the back nine, but the board 
feels it’s a good, fair test, 
and produces a more 
accurate score for a 
postable round. You may 
get some forgiveness with a 
bad hole on the front, but not 
the back! 

The President’s Cup match play is progressing well, 
but we have had a couple issues. We had one 
handicap issue, so we remind those new to match 
play that your stroke holes 
will likely be different than in 
stroke play and the skins 
game. In match play, you 
use the difference in 
handicaps between the 
players. The player with the 
lower handicap plays to 
scratch. The player with the 
higher handicap receives the 
full difference in strokes, and 
takes them as they fall on the 
scorecard, starting with the 
number one handicap hole. We also had a 
scheduling issue regarding the new rule: “If one or 
both players cannot play Saturday, but both play 
Tuesday, the match shall take place Tuesday.” Both 
of these issues could have been easily avoided if the 
players simply read the rules. I know most of you are 
not thrilled with all the fine print, but the rules have 
evolved over the years, to avoid problems we have 
had in the past. If anything is not clear, let’s please 
try to avoid future issues by reading the rules on the 
web page, and asking Doug any questions before 
your match. The round of 16 matches are due March 
13, which will get us down to the final two in each 
flight. 

April’s tournament is the 5-4-3 Out, an individual 
event with some forgiveness. At the end of the 
round, your highest net 3, 4, and 5 par scores are 
thrown out! So, if you triple the first 5 par, no worries! 
Just don’t do it again. On the other hand, if you birdie 

the first three 5 pars, go for the eagle on the last one, 
as there’s nothing to loose!  

Signups for a guaranteed spot in the tournament 
close Saturday April 2, or Tuesday April 5 if we have 
room. Remember, once we commit our tee times 
with the course, the rest of tee sheet sells out, so no 
more adding tee times later in the week. Please sign 
up EARLY by emailing Doug at dbenc@ap.org. We 
will publish the roster of signed up players on the 
Wednesday before the tournament, and release 
pairings by Friday.
