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Good morning it is a blessing to see you here today. Keep on keeping on.

Hosea 6:3 Then shall we know, if we follow on to know the LORD: his going
forth is prepared as the morning; and he shall come unto us as the rain, as the latter
and former rain unto the earth.

The context and doctrinal teaching of that verse is when the Lord comes
back to restore Israel to their place of preeminence over the nations. The
devotional application is that when a person follows on to know the Lord — God
gives them knowledge not only about Himself but in matters of daily life. “Gee, I
just don’t know what to do?” Follow on to know the Lord — He will give thee
understanding and guidance.

“If this, then that,” there are a few places in the scriptures where we find a
rewarding “then” conditioned by “if.”

Genesis 18:26 And the LORD said, If | findin _ _ fifty
within the city, then Twill _ all the place for their sakes.

I think the verse with the missing words filled in is self-explanatory.

Exodus 19:5 Now therefore, if ye will __~~ my voice indeed,and ____my
covenant, then ye shall be a peculiar unto me above all people: for all
the earth is mine:

God selected a nation (Israel) to be a depository for truth and His
provision and protection would be abundant to them when they held up their end
of the covenant (agreement). The Old Testament is the history of God dealing with
His people (Israel) and the nations surrounding. Included are prophecies pertaining
to nations, individuals, and the Messiah — the Lord Jesus Christ.

John 11:21 Then said Martha unto Jesus, Lord, if thou hadst been here, my
brother had not died.

I think it’s implied. Lord, if you had been here then this wouldn’t have
happened. In the context of Mary, Martha and Lazarus, Jesus waited to show up;
because He had something greater in plan. That is a hard situation, we know of
His power, His goodness and love and YET this happens. Back to the opening
text, if we follow on to know the LORD; we’ll “know” in time why. (John 11:25)

1t John 3:21 Beloved, if our heart condemn us not, then have we confidence
toward God.

The context and doctrinal teaching is: do you show love for God?
We assure our hearts before Him when we love in deed and in truth — not simply
in word or with our tongue.
