The German offen-
sive struck VIII Corps on December 16. General Patton
met with General Omar Bradley on December 18. Bradley
asked what Patton could do. Patton responded that he
could counter attack three divisions in two days. So or-
dered, Patton instructed that the 4th Armored Division, \
26th and 80th Infantry Divisions disengage from attacking
eastward and move to attack the German salient (the |
Bulge). Traversing 125 miles on icy roads in bad weather,

the 4th Armored Division reached the encircled 101st Air-

borne Division on December 26, allowing supplies to flow
